	Summary of Key Learning Events and Instruction
Day One- Hook- Why is the Cold War cold? Where was it fought? 

Introductory PowerPoint on Cold War elements, ideological conflict, years, causes and effects etc.

Initial Activity- have different stations around room with different primary sources- photographs, maps, primary source texts and ask students to identify some of the most famous events of the Cold War- Vietnam War, Korean War, Cuban Missile Crisis, and Berlin Airlift

Discussion of how there are many more events that are significant to the Cold War and they will rank them

Day Two and Three- Research

Have students in small groups of three or four (with computers) research the 32 major events of the Cold War 
(Truman Doctrine, Boycott of the 1980 Olympics, Marshall Plan, Division of Germany, Cuban Missile Crisis, Berlin Airlift, Tiananmen Square, Berlin Wall, Sputnik, Moon Landing, ICBM, Arms Race & MADD, Bay of Pigs, Korean War, Creation of Comecon, Hungarian Uprising 1956, Czechoslovakia Uprising of 1968, NATO, Vietnam War, SALT and START, Berlin Blockade, U2 Incident, McCarthyism, Russian Invasion of Afghanistan, US Missiles in Turkey, Iran-Contra Affair, Creation of the Warsaw Pact, Solidarity movement in Poland, Hungarian Independence, Collapse of Berlin Wall, NORAD, Boycott of 1984 Olympics)

Use rubric for criteria for their judgment:

· Lasting Impact 

· how deeply were people affected?

· how long lasting were the effects?

· Significance of Change 

· how important was the event to the people of the time?

· how did it change/affect society?

· Magnitude 

· how many people were affected?

· Historical Significance

· how does it help us understand issues and events of today?

After doing research, choose the top ten most significant events with justification. Put top ten choices into a visual format with a photograph for each event (Powerpoint, Prezi or Animoto video)

Day Four and Five- Presentations

In small groups, have students present to class the choices they have made and justification for the ten most important events.   Each event should have a visual, basic information about event and justification for why it is one of the most significant events.
